TOPIC:  Clay unit- creating a textured cylinder…using a potter’s wheel



	Understanding(s):

Students will understand that…

· Clay is a medium that is versatile and has properties that makes it strong when heated.

· Adding symbols or designs will personalize any project.

· Textures when added to artwork created interest and reflects ideas.

· Art is pragmatic and practical. 

· Art can have a purpose.

· Production of goods can be produced in a like matter by relying on equipment like a potter’s wheel.

· Professional potters throw clay on machines called potter’s wheel and throw a perfect pot.

· Some careers in art involve helping people find ways to cope with personal tradegy, illness, or issues.


	Essential Questions(s):  

· What is clay? How is clay different than other media?

· How can I create a work of art that is a cylinder, has a gusset, feet and textures?

· How do I keep my slabs even?

· What can I create that is both creative and useful?

· How will I finish my project so it is useable and aesthetically pleasing?

· How can I throw a perfect pot?

· What is an art therapist?  What is a ceramic engineer?

	Students will know…

· Clay terms are to be used in complete sentence on worksheet.

· To keep clay even they will use dowels and rolling pin.

· Vinegar when added to slip can be used to attach clay parts to other clay parts.

· Using texture plates prior to cutting out rectangle helps they create texture.

· Adding a gusset takes planning, patience, and practice.

· Wax resist can be used to create special effects with glaze.


	Students will be able to…

· Create a textured cylinder or box using slab and coil construction.
· Create a second project of mask-Jana John method.
· Complete a clay vocab sheet using complete sentences.

· View a demo on use of potter’s wheel. 
· View a professional at the wheel and ask questions concerning his/her job-TBD.



	Stage 2 – Assessment Evidence

	Performance Task(s):  
Students will create a textured cylinder, with a gusset and feet. 

Slabs and coils can be used to construct the container. Students will continue their exploration with clay. Feet will be added to the project.
Slab of clay and simple mask and charms will be made to use as decorative item. Mask will be decorated with raffia and charms—as determined by student. Wax resist will be used to keep glazes off patterned areas. 

Work Sheet in clay readiness is due prior to getting clay.
