LESSON: WINTER TREES
GRADE LEVEL: 1st

NUMBER OF CLASS SESSIONS:  two
MOTIVATIONAL MATERIALS:  

-talk about winter trees and what they look like (no leaves)
-look at trees outside if possible

TEACHER PREPARATIONS:

Week 1:

-cut paper 9x12

-set spray spot

Week 2-

-get white tempera and brushes

PROCEEDURES:

Week 1-
-talk about how winter trees look different from summer, spring and fall trees

-look at a winter tree if possible

-pass out paper and have students put their name and class code on their paper in correct spot

-demonstrate how to draw a winter tree using oil pastels

-students are to draw a winter tree

-instruct student on how to use the pastels.  Students are to color a winter sky of light blue, pink, and purple using pastels.  Blend colors 

-put on drying rack and spray if time permits

-clean up

Week 2

-Students are to add snow to their ground, branches, and snowflakes to their sprayed picture. 

-put pictures on drying rack.  

-clean up
