Goals: 

The students will learn to combine several mediums together

 The students will learn about mirror images

Objectives: The students will create a picture using several different mediums , water color paint, tempera, crayon
The students will create a mirror image using crayon rubbings

Vocabulary: reflections, water color, crayon resist, warm colors, tempera paint, watercolor paint


	Procedures: 
This lesson is for one 60 minute class period or two 30 minute class periods

The teacher will demonstrate each step

1. Fold paper in half (like a hot dog bun) Sky is above the crease and water is below.

2. Letter Y trees. Make brown or black trees using the letter y for branches. Do not make leaves on the trees this will be painted later. Press hard with crayons

3. Crayon rubbing, close paper and rub with ruler on back to get crayon residue on the bottom of paper.
4. Blue, light blue for sky and dark blue for water. Demonstrate how to use more water to get lighter color and more paint gives darker blue for water. Sky is above the crease and water is below. water color wash

Tempera paint for leaves and little pieces of sponges, Blot, yellow and orange paint, the color of fall trees on the letter Y tree above folded edge. Then fold together quickly and lightly rub paper, open and the extra paint is on the bottom side or reflected in the water.
