	Haniwa Clay Figures                                                                    Grade: 5-8
Lesson: 1. Haniwa Functions. 2.  Abstract Animals 3.  Japanese Animals 



Vocabulary: 

Haniwa: “circle of clay”; simple clay cylinders places around a grave mound or tumulus to strengthen the sides of the mound and prevent earthen washouts.  It is also said they were ritualistic. 

Tomb: a place where one would be buried

Abstraction: Characteristic of art in which natural forms are not rendered in a naturalistic way, but instead, are simplified or distorted to some extent, often in an attempt to convey the essence of form. 

Slab construction: a clay technique used when one rolls out slabs of clay and assembles it to create hollow forms. 

Advance Preparation: Be sure to have butcher paper for tables, clay tools in buckets for tables. Create classroom exemplar. Make copies of worksheet. Acquire posters for visuals. 
Materials: 50 lbs. Stoneware Clay, Water buckets (7), Butcher Paper, table sized (7) Slip,

Supplies & Tools: Various clay tools: plastic forks/pointed scratches, popsicle sticks, plastic knives, rolling pins and flat sticks or dowel rods; Cups to hold slip (7), Plastic Bags (100), Paper towels, buckets at each table to hold tools. 
Distribution Method: Have water, slip cups, trashcans, and tools on tables ready to go. 

Equipment: kiln, shelves, 

LESSON OBJECTIVES: 

· Art History Objective: Students will be able to identify the characteristics of a Haniwa figure by asking questions in the twenty-one questions game

· Art Criticism Objective: Students will be able to identify the characteristics and definition of abstraction of the animal form through a concept analysis worksheet of abstracted art works.* 

· Art Studio Objective: Students will create Haniwa inspired animal figures by using slab construction, cylinder legs and simplified animal characteristics

· Art Aesthetics Objective: Students will discuss which style they prefer, abstracted or realistic depictions.

· Interdisciplinary Objective: Students will be able to identify certain animals native to Japan. *
* This is a hardcopy assessment 

Introduction/Review___________________________________________________5 min.

Hello students!  These next few weeks we will be focusing on animals in art.  We will especially be looking at abstracted animals.  First we will be studying Haniwa figures and creating some of our own. 

Activity 1: History: Haniwa Figures________________________________________10 min. 

Concepts/Skills: Students will learn about Haniwa figures and their characteristics  
Method of Instruction: 

1. As you can see here we have figurines, your job is to guess what this is.  You need to find out its function, what it’s made of etc. You can only ask yes or no questions. 

2. Class must identify that the figure is from Japan, that it is ancient/old, and has to do with a burial ceremony, also that it is made out of clay. 

3. Fun Fact: Emperor Nintoku was said to have had 20,000 Haniwa figures placed around his tomb mound. 

Assessment: Posttest
Visuals: Image A-1, Dog

Transition: Our next project will be like this one.  

Activity 2: Criticism: Abstraction________________________________________10 min. 

Concepts/Skills: Students will learn about abstraction as a form of expression.  
Method of Instruction: 

4. Hand out worksheet and have students follow along. 

5. List 4 different artworks on the board (poster form) 

6. Look at these images here on the wall. What are some things that these things have in common? (A-3 Rooster; A-4 Duck Calling its Mate; B-2 Foxes, Franz Marc; C-1 Snake.)

7. Allow students to state similarities and write them down on their worksheet. Write them on the board as well.  

8. All of these images are of animals, but the animals are different, they are abstracted. Abstraction is when an image is not showed realistically (like a photograph) instead it has been simplified, or morphed into something else, but holds similar forms and recognizable shapes. 

9. Lets look at this fox image by Franz Marc who we will be seeing later, and then one art work that I found which is realistic.  What do you see in Marc’s picture that lets you know that it is a fox? What things did Fran marc change about the fox, how did he make it different? 

10. The Haniwa figurines are abstracted animals.  They are simplified versions of actual animals.  When you are creating your figure, be sure that you keep you animal simple and add and few little things like this image of a rooster here. (A-3 Rooster) 
Assessment: Posttest
Visuals: A-3 Rooster; A-4 Duck Calling its Mate; B-2 Foxes, Franz Marc; C-1 Snake. A-5 Fox

Transition: Keep in mind the characteristics of the Haniwa figures while making your own. 

Activity 3: Production: Haniwa Slab Construction______________________________30 min.

Concepts/Skills: Create a Haniwa inspired figurine using coil building

Method of Instruction: 

1. Each of you will have to choose your own animal to create into a Haniwa figurine. 

2. We will be making the figures by using that slab construction method. 
3. Demo: create legs and body. 
a. Flatten clay using rollers and rulers 
b. Curl around templates (toilet paper rolls)
c. Slip and score
d. Reinforcing a seam
e. Emphasize thickness  
f. How to connect the body
4. Figurines should have cylinder legs so we will begin with those, as well as create a large cylinder body, when you are done with those allow them to sit aside and dry a little. 
5. Be sure to check for understand and write requirements on the board: cylinder legs, simple animal, and between 3-6 inches tall. 
6. Get out your brainstorming sheets and decide which animal you would like to create for this project.
