LESSON:  SHAPES OF MANY KINDS
GRADE LEVEL: kindergarten

NUMBER OF CLASS SESSIONS:  2 
MOTIVATIONAL MATERIALS:
-various art prints that show the use of shapes
-2 simple picture books on shapes, one for each week 

TEACHER PREPARATIONS:

Week 1

-prepare rectangles and squares of 4 various sizes, copied onto the colors of the day (this is lesson is taught early in the school year when the kindergarten classes are having their color days)
-prepare simple stencil the shape of a triangle out of tag board

-prepare small sponges in clothes pin to use as stencil brush

Week 2

-cut swimming noodles into 3” pieces using electric knife.  I have found circles, stars, flowers, and the circle cut on an angle to make an oval

-set up printing stations at each table using 4 different colors:  use paint containers large enough for noodle pieces to fit (I use shallow lids)
PROCEDURES:

Week 1
-read one book on shapes

-look at art prints, having students point out the shapes they see

-look around the room for shapes. 

-pass out copied rectangles and squares.  I draw 2 squares and 2 rectangles on various colors of construction paper the color of the day. 

-The students are to cut out their squares and rectangles.  Instruct them as to how to glue the squares and rectangles anywhere on their 12x18” white paper.

-Pass out precut stencils of triangles.  Demonstrate how the students are to “bounce” the sponge with a very small amount of paint through the hole of their stencil to create a triangle.  

-the students are to stencil, 3-5 triangles on their paper.  

-put papers on the drying rack, clean up.

Week 2 
-review shapes from last week.

-read 2nd shape book.  

-pass out last week’s pictures. 

-when the students walk in, the printing stations are set up

-show the students how to print using the different shaped noodle pieces
-The students are to fill their paper using the noodle shapes.  

-put on the drying rack, clean up.
