Lesson Title:  Radial Design

Objective:  Students work with a compass to create pattern and design.  Black and white shapes, positive and negative space as well as design are explored.

Materials needed:  12 x 18 inch white paper, black roller ball pens and compasses.  Some used a colored marker for accent-optional.  

Procedure:  Students are instructed to find the center of the paper and draw 9 concentric circles of varying widths.  Within the circles, designs and patterns are created with repetitious shapes.  Use the roller ball pen and fill in positive/negative spaces to create a balanced composition.  Use a colored marker as an accent if desired.
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
